Discussion
The IEEE thanks Working Party 5D (WP 5D) for the liaison letter (IEEE L802.16-09/0019) regarding a preliminary set of generic parameters best representing the systems for which WP 5D has received some information from the external organizations, asking for our review of those generic parameters. 
As IEEE has stated to the ITU-R in its previous contributions (e.g., Doc. 5D/244), such system and deployment parameters used for sharing studies are best provided by industry groups such as the WiMAX Forum.
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
