Introduction

At the Opening Plenary of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group’s Session #60, Reza Arefi, Acting as Chair of the ITU-R Liaison Group, presented an opening report (IEEE L802.16-09/0021r1), including lists of background documents and input contributions, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting.

Results of the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting


The ITU liaison group met from 16:15 to 17:15 on Monday, 09 March 2009, from 09:10 to 12:00 and 14:00 to 16:20 on Tuesday, 10 January 2009, from 09:05 to 12:00 and 13:20 to 18:10 on Wednesday, 11 January 2009, and from 08:05 to 12:30 and 13:30 to 18:30 on Thursday, 12 January 2009, in Vancouver, British Columba, Canada, chaired by Reza Arefi, acting in the absence Chair José Costa. A total of 20 people attended the meeting.

On Monday opening plenary Reza Arefi, Acting as Chair of the ITU-R Liaison Group, presented the opening report (IEEE L802.16-09/0021r1), including lists of background documents and input contributions, proposed objectives for the meeting, and the draft agenda for the ITU-R Liaison Group meeting.

Objective 1: Prepare draft contribution #2 on IMT-Advanced 

The group prepared a contribution (L802.16-09/0031) updating the previous contribution sent to the ITU. This document was reviewed and approved by 802.18.
Objective 2: Review input contributions; prepare preliminary draft TDT, SCT, and SPECT
We reviewed all input contributions to this meeting as well as the ones discussed in the correspondence group. As a result, we created four working documents listed below that are uploaded to the ‘itu’ folder of the upload server.
