Subject: Recommended Response to ARIB on “Draft ARIB STD-T103, Version 1.0: 200 MHz-Band Broadband Wireless Communication Systems between Portable BS and MSs”

The IEEE 802.16 Working Group (WG) reviewed the ARIB Draft Standard on Public Protection and Disaster Relief (PPDR), titled “Draft ARIB STD-T103, Version 1.0: 200 MHz-Band Broadband Wireless Communication Systems between Portable BS and MSs” (IEEE L802.16-11/0004), and discussed how to address the inquiry from ARIB to IEEE-SA concerning this Draft Standard during our Session #72 that was held the week of 14 March 2011.

As “Draft ARIB STD-T103, Version 1.0” says, the Draft Standard has two modes of operation, which are called “Mode 1” and “Mode 2”. The main thing that we discussed was on its compliance with IEEE Std 802.16. We have confirmed that the Mode 1 is fully compliant with IEEE Std 802.16-2009, while the Mode 2 has added some new features to IEEE Std 802.16-2009. We have also confirmed that the Draft Standard has the references to IEEE Std 802.16-2009 in the right places.

On the other hand, there is an agreement between IEEE-SA and ARIB on “ARIB Adoptions bases on IEEE Std 802.16” which was made 10 September 2009. This agreement was intended for transpositions of the ITU-R Global Core Specification (GCS) on IMT-Advanced, but is not limited to IMT-Advanced and encompasses general adoptions of IEEE Std 802.16 by ARIB.

The agreement says:
“IEEE and ARIB agree that ARIB may utilize 802.16 standards, once adopted, as the basis for ARIB standards. If ARIB wants to utilize IEEE 802.16 standards for this purpose, IEEE grants ARIB the limited, non-exclusive license to adopt and designate IEEE 802.16 standards as ARIB standards...” The agreement also says:
“If ARIB needs to make modifications (additions, deletions or other changes) to IEEE 802.16 standards for its adoption to cover country-specific issues, ARIB may do so through the addition of front matter that addresses those issues commonly known as national deviations ("National Deviations").”

It could be said that some new features, which have been added in the Mode 2 to IEEE Std 802.16-2009, are regarded as “National Deviations” defined in the agreement because the Mode 2 has been designed for PPDR operations in the Japan 200 MHz PPDR band.

Based on the rationale mentioned above, the IEEE 802.16 WG would like to suggest that IEEE-SA respond to the inquiry from ARIB saying that IEEE-SA doesn’t think there should be any problem for “Draft ARIB STD-T103, Version 1.0: 200 MHz-Band Broadband Wireless Communication Systems between Portable BS and MSs.”
